Winemaker Notes: 
Anderson Valley’s cool climate provides a perfect place for growing this 
classic Alsace varietal. This is the second vintage off the 1-acre parcel on the 
Lula Estate.  A delicate appearance and lifted floral aromas of citrus and 
stone fruits give way to a palate offering lovely balanced persistence and 
sweetness.   
 
Vineyard: 
The 15-acre Lula vineyard is in a cool-marine influenced region that is 
celebrated for its world-class wines. The vineyard is planted on a gently 
sloping hillside adjacent to Highway 128.  The vines are grown meticulously 
to produce high quality, rich, concentrated grapes. 

2019 Harvest: 
Healthy rains over the winter created ideal spring conditions for early vine 
growth and the setting of a bountiful harvest. We adjusted the vine canopy 
and crop to ensure vines were balanced and the grapes would be of the 
highest quality. Summer conditions were ideal and after a long season and a 
warm finish, the grapes reached full maturity and were hand harvested. 

Winemaking:  
During the making of this wine, every consideration was taken to preserving its delicacy and 
finesse.  Hand harvested, whole bunch pressed and then fermented in small stainless-steel barrels 
until almost dry.  Post fermentation it remained on lees for several months and was stirred 
regularly to enhance freshness and texture. After a light filtration, the wine was bottled.
