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2019 Lula Vineyard Pinot Noir

Winemaker Notes:

A rich and complex blend of Pinot clones Pommard, 777, 667 and 115 meticulously grown and crafted to
show off what we love about our stunning Estate vineyard. Years in the making and many more for
enjoyment, drink now through 2028.

Vineyard:

The Lula Vineyard is located in the Anderson Valley's "Deep End", between the towns of Philo and Navarro
on Highway 128. Established over the last decade, the Lula Vineyard is the perfect setting for producing
elegant varietal Pinot Noir. The nearby Pacific Ocean plays an important role in moderating daytime
temperatures and cooling the nights, ensuring vibrant aromas, intense flavors, balanced acidity, and
restrained alcohol. The clay alluvial soils (ShingleMill and BlackLock series) produce graceful silky tannins
and a rich full palate. The wine is a blend of Pommard, 777, 667, and 115 clones with a tiny percentage of the
Rescue Block. The vines are managed meticulously to promote vine health and balance and yields are kept
low to ensure the resulting wine is the very best.

2019 Harvest:

Healthy rains over the winter created ideal spring conditions for early vine growth and the setting of a
bountiful harvest. We adjusted the vine canopy and crop to ensure vines were balanced and the grapes
would be of the highest quality. Summer conditions were ideal and after a long season and a warm finish, the
grapes reached full maturity and were hand harvested.

Winemaking:

The grapes were hand harvested at night to ensure delicate handling and vibrant fruit flavors. Upon arrival at
the winery, the grapes were gently sorted, partially destemmed to net around 10% whole bunch and then
transferred to open top fermenter. After 2 days of cold soak at 50°F the grapes were inoculated and
fermentation kicked off. Throughoutfermentation the grapes were hand plunged to extractall of the richness
of the grapes. Upon completion of the fermentation, the finished wine was left to macerate for another
couple of weeks with the grape skins to build mouth feel and complexity. The finished wine was then gently
basket pressed to 3-year seasoned fine-grained new and used French oak barrels where the wine spent the
next 10 months. Prior to bottling the wine was lightly fined and filtered.
